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Preface

The main aim throughout our work has been to attempt to compile
a dictionary in which it will be a pleasure, and not a penance to
look words up. We hope that this will prove to apply equally to
English speakers who wish to become familiar with Hebrew, and to
Hebrew speakers who are interested in widening their knowledge of
English.

Lexicography is always a matter for compromise. The larger the dictionary,
the more unwieldy it becomes, but on the other hand the more concise it is,

the more liable it is to omit essential items. To quote Henry Sweet, the

original model for Bernard Shaw's Henry Higgins in Pygmalion, who
compiled a "Student's Dictionary of Anglo-Saxon", "...it is paradoxically

true that a good dictionary is necessarily a bad one..." This sums up the

lexicographer's dilemma in a nutshell.
Here we present a concise, bilingual dictionary, in one volume, with a

novel format. There are about 100,000 entries in all, but in effect many
more, since the user must bear in mind that each word is listed only once,

with all its possible meanings. The vocabulary is oriented to twentieth
century contemporary usage in both languages, without archaisms or poetic

florms.

Each part of the dictionary has an appendix incorporating essential

grammatical information, summarised simply and lucidly. These appendices

include verb tables and paradigms for both languages. In the Hebrew-English

section this includes a complete presentation of the regular "complete" verb
(D:t{r,l }y'D,l) in all seven conjugations (D'll?I), and also the full declension of
prepositions which have pronominal suffixes. In the English-Hebrew section

the principal parts of the irregular verbs are listed, and also a summary of
tenses, including active and passive forms.

The Hebrew-English section incorporates a phonetic transcription of each

word (not of compounds), in accordance with a key that is given in the

grammatical summary.

Compound words have been given special treatment in that they have not
been treated as such in their translation or listing. Compounds have been

included when their over-all meaning cannot be equated with the sum of their

tx



two components, or if their translation in the other language is by a single

word. Consider the following two examples:

1. In English: "dead end" - does not mean an end which is dead,

literally'nD liD" but EmP 'tfD.
2. In Hebrew: ";r?p4 nltDx" - does not mean "tasteless or meaningless

belief". It can be best rendered by the single word
"superstition".

In the Hebrew-English section, verbs are classified according to the third
person singular past. The reason for this is that it is in this verb form that the

threeletter root is usually manifested, unencumbered by pronominal prefixes,

suffixes or infixes.

Each conjugation will appear in correct alphabetical order, not grouped

under the heading of the root. This facilitates the use of the dictionary for
beginners, who are not sufficiently versed in Hebrew grammar to be able to

derive the root from the verb form.

Example: from the root fn) each of the following will appear in different
parts o[ the dictionary:

In the English-Hebrew section, the phrasal verbs are listed as separate and

independent entries. The phrasals are perhaps the most productive
grammatical category in English, and new ones are being created by the

minute, not to mention the agent nouns and gerunds that derive from them.

Example:

What we have done, is abandon the hierarchy of "entries" and "subentries",
according to which "some entries are more equal than others"!

The derived forms from any given part of speech are listed independently,
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within the limit of the scope of the dictionary. Not every form, however, has a

parallel in the other language. English adverbs, for example, are often derived

from adjectives, whereas there is no such hxed procedure in Hebrew.

In the English-Hebrew section, preference has been given to American
spelling and usage, although British usage has not been neglected.

In short, we are fully and painfully aware of the compromises that have

been forced upon us in compiling this dictionary. It undoubtedly falls short of
a comprehensive vocabulary that would include all the archaic, poetic,

historical and foreign forms, not to mention specialised professional

vocabulary. We believe, however, that its scope enables it to give a more or
less accurate picture of both languages from the point of view of
contemporary usage. It is our sincere hope that it will be of assistance to

newcomers to Israel, as indeed to people all over the world who have decided

to enter the exciting world of Hebrew language and culture. In like manner,

in view of the simple and straightforward layout, Hebrew-speaking students

of English should find it an easy reference book.

We wish to express our gratitude to Joseph Reil Ph.D. a scholar of great

lexicographical integrity, for the thoroughness with which he examined the

manuscript of both parts, and for his invaluable comments, which
undoubtedly enriched the dictionary. We are indebted to Mr. Baruch Oren,

whose meticulous proof-reading was done professionally and enthusiasti-

cally. We thank Ms. Ahuva Oren for her constructive comments on the final
draft.

Finally, our thanks go to the "Keter" printing press, to all the staff, with
special mention for Mr. Zvi Weller, Mr. Yaacov Polak, Ms. Noga Weiss and

Ms. Galia Schneider for their unstinting labor in preparing the typescript.
